
If you are planning to make a fruit salad, you should decide which fruits go well together. You might also think about the season. Some fruits are available all year long, but they don’t taste that great out of season. For example, if the season is fall, then the best fruits for a salad would be harvest fruits. Harvest fruits include: apples, cherries, and pears. Usually the last of the summer fruits are also available in the fall, so you could add some of those, too. Summer fruits that might taste good late in the season include: apricots, plums, and peaches. These summer fruits: apricots, plums and peaches, are also great with other summer fruits, such as grapes and strawberries. Of course you could add cantaloup and honeydew melons to your summer fruit salad, but watermelon is best all by itself. Missouri has very good watermelon at the end of the summer. There are no lemons, limes, or oranges growing in Missouri, but you can get these citrus fruits any time of year, because they are brought up from Florida, where they grow very well. There you can see oranges, lemons and limes growing on trees in fruit orchards and at many people’s homes. Tropical fruits do not grow many places in the United States, but you can always get them at the grocery store. Tropical fruits include: bananas and pinapple. These fruits can always be added to a fruit salad whether it includes harvest fruits: apples, cherries, and pears; summer fruits: strawberries, peaches, and plums; or melons: cantaloup, honeydew and even watermelon.
